Google My Maps is an easy to use free tool 
for creating maps for your farm plan and 
measuring distances and areas. You can 
also use the tool to record work done on 
the property and plans for the future.

To find Google My Maps, go to www.google.co.nz/mymaps and 
sign in to your google account. If you do not have an account then 
you’ll need to go ahead and create one.

Once you are signed in, 
click “Create a new map” 

Now you can give your map a 
title by clicking on “Untitled 
Map”. The map will be organised 
using layers. Use the first layer 
to create your existing farm 
features including paddocks, 
dams, fencing etc. Title the layer 
by clicking on “Untitled layer”. 
Create additional layers to show 
proposed work like new riparian 
fencing or planting, new stock 
water reticulation etc. You can 
make as many layers as you 
wish. You can turn any of the 
layers on and off using the check 
box beside the layer name.
